In 
Literacy, YR have written shopping lists whilst Y1 have 
used a thesaurus and identified nouns and adjectives in 
a text. We have also enjoyed producing some spring 
themed art work with Y1 experimenting with paints on 
canvas and YR building paper flowers in 3D vases.

In English we have been dictionary detectives finding 
meaning to unfamiliar words. In maths, we have 
moved onto geometry and in History, we have been 
creating information text on the Saxons. We also 
began our swimming lessons.

In Hares this week we have been singing (quite a lot) in 
preparation for our cluster rehearsal. The children have 
worked extremely hard learning the songs and 
sounded great at the rehearsal. In maths, we have also 
been continuing to focus on decimals. This week they 
had their first dance lesson which was extremely 
energetic. We have also been discussing the evidence 
for whether Shakespeare wrote his plays or not.  

 
Otters Class 
This week in English we have been learning a diary 
entry from the point of view of Bess from the 
Highwayman poem. On top of this we have been 
learning to use hyphens and we have studied the use of 
active and passive voice. In maths, we have been 
ordering and comparing decimal numbers. Then at the 
end of the week we have started to learn about 
multiplying and dividing by 10, 100 and 1,000. In 
science this week, we have been creating A3 posters 
about flowering plants. Also we have had a number of 
SATs preparation lessons- including answering true or 
false reading questions and learning about spelling 
with suffixes.
