Ladybirds Class 
This week in the Ladybirds, Reception have been looking at 
how they can recognise numbers when they are represented 
in different ways, focusing on numicon and dice. Year 1 have 
used tens frames and the base ten equipment to recognise 
and build numbers beyond ten, considering the place value 
of each digit. In Literacy we have all innovated ‘The Squeaky 
Story’ coming up with The Pirate Story, The Snowy Story, 
The Jungle Story and The Beach Story. We have enjoyed 
rehearsing these and we have begun to write our new 
versions. In geography, we investigated compasses and how 
we can use these to give directions. We have also had a focus 
on art this week. We have all investigated with colour mixing 
and looked at the work of Kandinsky. YR then created their 
own versions of Kandinsky’s circles, mixing their own 
colours whilst Y1 used paint, oil pastels and chalk pastels to 
create a colour wheel. 
 

 
Foxes Class 
This week in maths, Year 2’s have been adding two digit 
numbers to a one-digit number using column addition. They 
have also used known facts to add multiples of ten. Year 3 
have been learning mental methods to add one and two digit 
numbers to a three-digit number. In English, they have 
written instructions for catching dragon. They have also  
looked at similes to describe an ogre.  
 

Hares Class 
This week we have been developing our mental addition and 
subtraction skills learning new methods. In English we have 
been putting our learning from the term so far into some 
super suspense stories in our Amber writes.  
In the afternoons in science the children have been learning 
about the circulatory and disgestive systems in the body. We 
have been increasing our French vocabulary and have learnt 
body parts to sing head, shoulders knees and toes in French. 
We have begun learning about Greece and all the beautiful 
physical features in it.  
 

Otters Class 
This week in English the year 6 children have created their 
own reports for their amber writes. Also, they have been 
using generalisers and parenthesis. In reading, they role 
played characters from Clockwork by Phillip Pullman and 
answered questions about them. In maths, they have been 
rounding to 10- 10 million and they’ve been looking for 
number facts. In the afternoon, the children have been 
learning about reflexes in science and Antarctica in 
geography. They have also been learning about the Christian 
God in RE and greetings in French.
